Solid Waste
Garbage and Recycling Collection are provided by the contract services of Allied Waste.  If there is not a garbage toter and recycle bin at the residence when you move in, you require an additional toter, or your toter becomes damaged, contact city hall at 210-661-3198.  All new toters will be delivered by Allied Waste.

Garbage and Recycling Services

When do I set out my trash and recycling?  All garbage toters and recycling bins need to be placed at the curb before 7:00 AM on your service day. Remove the toter and recycling bin from the curb no later than 8:00 PM on your service day.  In the event of a holiday, contact city hall or visit our website for information regarding your service day.
Where do I place my toter?  Proper placement of your toter is extremely important.  Roll the toter to the curb.  Leave the toter with the handle facing your house so that when the toter is lifted, the lid opens toward the street. Please check to see that it is not obstructed by parked cars, trailers, boats, mailboxes, etc.  If you have more than one cart, make sure you leave at least three feet between each toter.

What can I put in my toter?  All of your household trash and yard waste can be put in your toter.  (Please do not put hot ashes in your toter.) The maximum weight allowable in your toter is 175 pounds.  Important:  All of your trash must fit inside your toter with the lid completely closed.  Since the driver never leaves the vehicle, no trash will be collected if it is on top of, or beside the toter.  The following items WILL NOT be accepted on the regular trash route:  Antifreeze, batteries, garden chemicals, gasoline, hazardous waste, pool chemicals, wet paint, and tires. Recommend placing your debris in a garbage bag then place bag into toter to help prevent lose debris from flying into the street on windy days.

What if I have more garbage than the average household?  On the SECOND AND FOURTH SATURDAY of every month, bulk items (such as furniture, washers, etc.) and brush that are not fully containable inside of your toter can be dropped off at Public Works with a City ID card.

You can sign up and obtain a City ID card at City Hall, Monday through Friday, 8:00 AM – 5:00 PM.
