Get MOWtivated!!

Code Enforcement may have already notified you to cut your grass and weeds or to trim trees and shrubs.  It is the responsibility of the property owner, tenant, or property manager to maintain yards and lots according to City Code. 
 Code Enforcement has noticed residential and commercial properties are being neglected- grass is not being mowed, trees and brush are not being trimmed, and some lots and yards are unkempt.  Usually, just a reminder is all that is needed.  After a gentle nudge, in some situations there may be cause for a more drastic measure, namely a citation. 

 Ordinance No. O-2010-688 Weeds, Brush, and Grass.  It shall be unlawful for any person owning or occupying any real property within the corporate limits of the City of Kirby to allow weeds, brush, or grass to grow to a height greater than twelve (12) inches above grade upon such premises including the maintenance and/or cutting of any and all weeds, brush, or grass in the alleys, right-of-way and/or easements which are within ten (10) feet from their property.  The cutting and removal of all weeds, brush, and grass on the property and within ten (10) feet of any property line shall be deemed in compliance with this ordinance. Please note this pertains to grass in the curb line as well.
Ordinance  No. O-97-530  All trees, brush, shrubs or other objects over streets, sidewalks, alleys, drainage ways or other public rights-of-way of the city shall be so trimmed as not to hang or extend lower than twelve (12)  feet from the surface of the street sidewalk, alley, drainage way or other public rights-of-way. Any tree, shrub, plant, brush or other object which is lower than such level shall be deemed to be dangerous to public travel. This restriction shall not apply to permanent structures authorized by the city or to traffic-control signs and signals, street signs, or utility poles placed within such area by authority of the City Council.
Ordinance No. O-2008-649   Refuse containers for residential solid waste collection shall be put out for collection not earlier than 8:00 p.m. on the night immediately preceding collection days and shall be retrieved not later than 10:00 p.m. on collection days. Residential refuse must be place in special containers distributed by Allied Waste, Inc.

Violation of city ordinances carry possible fines, upon conviction up to $2,000.00. When the violation is not remedied, each day these violations are violated constitutes a separate offense. 

The ordinances allow the City to mow and clean property.  With required notification, the city will cut and clean a property at the expense of the taxpayers.  These expenses and an administrative fee of $150 are billed to the property owner.  Further, in the event of non-payment, a lien with 10 percent interest can be placed on the property.

Residents of Kirby can help keep the City aesthetics beautiful by working together to maintain their property by mowing  grass and weeds, trimming trees and brush and keep lots and yards in good condition on a regular basis, as required.  The Public Works Yard is open for disposal of tree limbs, brush and unwanted items Mondays and Thursdays between 8 a.m. – 12:00 p.m. and 1 p.m. – 4 p.m.  In addition, the city is arranging for dumpsters to be placed in your subdivision to facilitate disposing of unwanted items.  Please watch your water bill for additional information.   Your cooperation is appreciated by the City and your neighbors.
